	The Criteria 


Applications must:

· Support Plymouth’s Corporate vision – Please CLICK for more information
· Be for EVENTS that specifically promote inclusion and integration across all the protected characteristics (age; disability; faith/belief/religion; gender; gender reassignment; marriage and civil partnership; pregnancy and maternity; race and sexual orientation)
· Be designed to celebrate Plymouth-wide diverse communities (of interest and identity) and not specific geographical areas

· Be open to the general public

· Ensure that any alcohol consumption is limited and carefully monitored
· Only include up to 50% of the costs for food and/or refreshments and only where there is a specific reason e.g. drinks for sporting activities or religious requirements  
· Outline any other support from the council (e.g. premises, use of land, other funding and in kind help). Detail contributions from attendees and participants including time, fees or financial input

· Show how the event will support volunteering opportunities and not used to cover core staff or sessional workers costs    
· The next round of this grant will be opened as outlined below
· Be up to £2,000

· This grant is for events that promote the ‘protected characteristics’ and your event should be open for people from across the city to enjoy and celebrate our diverse communities.
